DIGITAL REQUIREMENTS
PREFERRED FORMATS 
InDesign for Macintosh with associated 
graphic files and fonts. 

Accepted formats: 
Native Desktop Application Files (InDesign, 
Illustrator, PhotoShop), Tiff or PDF (Saved to 
print quality).

Ad sizes: 
All ads must be created to exact size specifi-
cations on the rate card. 

Fonts:
All native format files must be accompanied 
by the screen and printer fonts used in those 
files. Black type on white background should 
be defined as 100% black ONLY.

Graphic formats: 
TIFF, EPS (for Illustrator EPS files, fonts must 
accompany file even if text has been convert-
ed to paths); Please, no JPGS. 

InDesign users:  To ensure you have all the 
necessary files, including fonts, use the InDe-
sign “Preflight & Package” features.

If you are using Quark, please save file as pdf 
and include fonts.
